The ASRC uniform is really just a uniform shirt. It is a Sears or similar blue cham-
bray work shirt with certain patches on it. It can be either short or long sleeve. If
you want to wear an ASRC patch, it has to be on an official ASRC uniform shirt.
You may, if you wish, turn an outer parka or other outer garment into an ASRC
uniform garment by placing an ASRC patch on it. However, as with the shirt, the
above patches and only the above patches may be worn on it. So, don’t wear an
ASRC patch on other uniform shirts, and don’t wear any patches except tor the
above on an ASRC uniform shirt or parka. -KC 8/94
